As a community of Jesusõ followers the transition between Lent and Easter, at the crossroads of 

Holy Week, is upon us.  It is a time of deep reflection for all believers as we consider several 

monumental events of Jesus life and ministry and what they mean for us all.  From the earliest 

times, Christians have remembered and commemorated these events.   Each of us have those 

scenes and images which resonate most with us:  for some the jubilation of Jesus entrance into 

Jerusalem, for others the remembrance of the Last Supper or Jesus death upon the cross.   

Who among us doesnõt thrill to the joyful sounds and triumphal message of Easter Sunday as 

we celebrate the resurrection of our Lord?

Why, one might ask, do we follow these changing scenes and images in our worship and study 

together?  After all, God has completed this divine drama once and for all and we live on this 

side of the empty tomb.   We do, indeed, stand as believers in the glorious light and truth of the 

resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead.   Our remembrance together doesnõt alter the reality 

in which we dwell, but it does deepen and enrich our appreciation for the grand sweep of Godõs 

redemption story in Jesus Christ.   These are not reenactments of some magical moments, nor 

places on the journey where our faith sets up residence.   We stand with the faithful down 

through the ages who re -lived this ôdivine flow of salvationõ in order that we might more fully 

appreciate ALL that God has done in bringing us to this place in HIS -STORY.  We remain an 

Easter people, our faith soaring in the power and majesty of Jesusõ coronation over all.   Our 

remembrance together, however, our journey of worship and reflection through each of these 

pieces of the divine puzzle, enable us to richly apprehend the entirety of Godõs plan.  And what 

a beautiful, intricately woven, majestic plan it was and still remains.   When we skip ahead too 

quickly to the last chapter of a book, or someone tells us the ending of a movie, we miss 

something the ôauthorõ or ôdirectorõ intended for us!   The ending is vital, but how we arrived 

there is crucial as well.   I trust that the culmination of  the Lenten season, the remembrances 

of Holy Week and the eager anticipation of that first Easter will deepen your appreciation for 

ALL that God has accomplished for you in the Easter victory we  celebrate together!   So with a 

deepened understanding, a richer appreciation and emboldened voices and lives we might 

proclaim that ancient hymn Paul re -stated to those first generations of believers in Christ Jesus:

òWho, though He was in the form of God,

did not regard equality with God as something to be exploited,

but emptied himself, taking the form of a slave, being born in human likeness.

And being found in human form,

he humbled himself and became obedient to the point of death ð

even death on a cross.

Therefore God also highly exalted Him and gave Him the name

That is above every name,

So that at the name of Jesus every knee should bend,

In heaven and on earth and under the earth,

And every tongue confess that

Jesus Christ is Lord,

To the glory of God the Father!     (Philippians 2:6-11; NRSV)
