 The Bard once posed the question, òWhatõs in a name?ó The answer, of course, was 
that anything beautiful, such as a rose, retains itsõ essential beauty regardless of the name we 
give to it!  While names do not alter our essence, they can at times, however, provide further 
insight into the predilections and personalities, even the soul and character, of the bearer.    
Throughout the Scriptures, God has often revealed His character through the names and ti-
tles by which He allowed himself to be known.   They are not magical incantations or legalistic 

nomenclature, but rather illuminating gifts within Godõs revelation of Himself.   Godõs essence never 
changes, but we do understand a little more about God through the various names by which God is ad-
dressed in the Scriptures.   
 For instance, in the Old Testament, God was referred to variously in Hebrew as òEló (Strong One) 
or in the plural òElohimó (All Powerful Creator), òEl Elyonó (God Most High) or òEl Shaddaió (All Sufficient 
One).  These were only several names among many, all rich with meaning and inference.   When Moses 
sought Godõs ônameõ at the burning bush in Exodus 3, he was told òYHWHó, a derivation of the Hebrew 

verb òto beó, understood as òI AM WHAT/THAT I AM or even, òI WILL BE WHAT I WILL BEó!!     The Isra-
elites held YHWH to be the sacred name and spoke/translated the name as òAdonaió (Lord) out of re-
spect.   This became known as the òcircumlocutionó (lit. ôspeaking aroundõ) of the òtetragrammatonó (lit. 
ôfour lettersõ).   In many situations, a suffix was added to YaHWeH (or itõs popularized, but mistaken, 
translation: JEHOVAH) to signify a particularized understanding.   Thus, God revealed Himself to the 
Israelites as òYaHWeH ð Raphaó (the Lord who Heals) or òYaHWeH ð Rohió (the Lord my Shepherd) or 
òYaHWeH-Shalomó (the Lord is Peace).  We might say these are ôsignatureõ moments in which God teaches 
us about who He is and how He seeks to act in our lives.   

Taken together, these names tell us several important realities:  that God has graciously made 
Himself known to us; that God desires to be intimately connected to us, even in the midst of lifeõs difficul-
ties; that God offers us just what we need to face life as His people.   For an extended time this Fall, we 
will be exploring some of these Old Testament ônamesõ of YHWH in our Sunday morning worship.  They 
are neither magical nor are they legalistic expressions, but they are insightful and invite us to yet a 
deeper walk of faith.  So, join us in the weeks ahead to find out ôhow God signs His nameó!!!!

Hurricane tracking charts are available in the

Discuss the type of hazards that could affect your family. Know your 

home's vulnerability to storm surge, flooding and wind. 

Locate the safest areas in your home for each hurricane hazard. The 

safest areas may not be your home but within your community. 

Determine escape routes from your home and places to meet.  

Have an out-of-state friend as a single point of contact. 

Plan now  what to do with your pets if you need to evacuate. 

Post emergency telephone numbers by your phones. 

Check your insurance coverage for flood damage. 

Stock non-perishable emergency supplies  
Water - at least 1 gallon daily per person for 3 to 7 days 
Food - at least enough for 3 to 7 days 
�³  non-perishable packaged or canned food / juices 
�³  foods for infants or the elderly 
�³  snack foods 
�³  non-electric can opener 
�³  cooking tools / fuel 
�³  paper plates / plastic utensils 
Blankets / Pillows, etc. 
Clothing - seasonal / rain gear/ sturdy shoes 
First Aid Kit / Medicines / Prescription Drugs 
Special Items - for babies and the elderly 
Toiletries / Hygiene items / Moisture wipes 
Flashlight / Batteries 

Radio - Battery operated and NOAA weather radio 
Telephones - Fully charged cell phone with extra battery and a tradi-
tional cord telephone  
Cash (with some small bills) and Credit Cards - Banks and ATMs may 
not be available 
Keys 
Toys, Books and Games 
Important documents - in a waterproof container/resealable plastic bag 
�³  insurance, medical records, bank account & Social Security numbers 
Tools - keep a set with you during the storm 
Vehicle fuel tanks filled 

               Pet care items 
               �³  proper identification / immunization records / medications 
               �³  ample supply of food and water 
               �³  a carrier or cage AND muzzle and leash 

Use a NOAA weather radio. Replace battery every 6 months.
